· Hand out new outlines

· Have Sandy, Ruth, Leta, Sydney, and Sloane sit on the front pew – reserve it!  Have Dexter sit on the front pew also after “Lo, How a Rose” so Matt can have his seat.
· Reserve other front pew for musicians

· During the Mary and the Angel reading, have Dan go out the back quietly and walk around to where he needs to stand for “Lo, How a Rose”. Same for “Silent Night”.
· Need 4 vocal microphones on the singers stage, and 1 microphone designated for Leta and Matt

· Remember to announce that there will be a “sending forth” between “Silent Night” and “Joy to the World”

· Tell vocalists to remain seated during songs they are not scheduled to sing, and sing along with the congregation from their lyric sheets
· Announce to everyone that they need to be extremely quiet at the conclusion of “O Come, All Ye Faithful”

· Ask Edward if he is willing to help Leta get to the stool and back

· Tell Band and Vocalists that they should be ready to play at the end of each reading.  Ending excerpts of each of the readings are listed in the outline.

· Get stand lights for everyone
